CHAPERONE RESPONSIBILITIES

· Chaperones are “on” from Friday afternoon until Sunday afternoon.  All chaperones must be with their own students at all times in the hotel/water-park and restaurants – we will not leave the premises of The Kalahari.

· Be sure to carefully review policies and procedures- follow them closely!! 
Do not make any exceptions.  

· All activities will be supervised by chaperones and staff.

· Chaperones and any visiting parents are not permitted to attend the Workshop, but you are invited to Saturday evening’s festivities.  
· At no time should students be anywhere by themselves!  
· Roommate Assignments are included.  Some chaperones are not the same as “rooming” assignments.  Please note that these rooming assignments are final.
· There will be first aid kit with each staff member (Joni/Carrie) however, it might be a good idea for chaperones to have some extra tissues or band-aids on them.  

· Safety is always our number one concern.  Carrie and/or Joni will always have the master binders with kids’ information!  
· Check in- please arrive at drop off at 2:30pm.  Be sure to make arrangements for your vehicle to be picked up – we cannot leave vehicles parked more than 4 hours in the front of 5th Avenue Station.
· Drop-off and Pick-up will happen at Historic 5th Avenue Station near the Raffi’s entrance.
· Meals- you will accompany your students all meals helping to keep track of monies spent for each child.
· Monies:  Fluffernutter’s Chaperones will be responsible for each child’s spending money, unless specified by a parent.  Fluffernutters will let his/her chaperones know when they need money.  

· Monies: Main Melody students should be responsible for their own spending money.
· Medication:  You may be in charge of handling any medications while the students are in the park.  Otherwise the staff will take care of all medications that are necessary.  Please DO NOT give any medication to any student (including Tylenol or Tums) without first consulting a staff member.

· Monitor Phone Calls:  Although cell phones are allowed, we do not recommend students bring them into the water-park area.  Please monitor calling and communications made at all times.
· Park Passes:  Chaperones will be in charge of handling water park passes for each of their students.  Passes will be distributed by Ms. Carrie once we reach The Kalahari.
· All Chaperones must be reachable at all times in case of emergency.  We will generate a cell phone list to give to each chaperone.
